A Child marriage: formal marriage or informal union before age 18 (UNICEF, 2011)

A For the period 200@011, just over one third (an estimated 34 per cent) of women aged 20
to 24 years in developing regions were married or in union before their eighteenth birthday
(UNFPA, 2012)

A Despite gains in selected countries, little progress has been made in preventing child
marriage in developing countries (UNFPA, 2012)
